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ABSTRACT
Original articles and reviews require a one-paragraph abstract of no more than 400 words; other short articles such as editorials and comments do not require an abstract.

Key words: some article-related words, separated by commas.

Article text
· The first paragraph is usually titled "INTRODUCTION" and the last paragraph is usually titled "CONCLUSION".
· [bookmark: OLE_LINK29]Usually there are up to four levels of headings in an article, with the following formatting requirements:
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· Arabic numerals cannot appear at the beginning of a sentence. Such as: “32 students participated in the study” should be changed to “Thirty-two students participated in the study” or “A total of 32 students participated in the study”.
· Citations appear in narrative form or fully parenthetical form. In a narrative citation, the author surname or surnames appear as part the sentence. The publication year may either be set apart in parentheses after the surname(s) or be integrated into the sentence. (APA 7th edition):
1. Parenthetical citation of a work with one author: One of the most studied frameworks for PM is curriculum-based measurement (Deno, 1985).
2. Narrative citation: This phenomenon occurs frequently in nature, according to Singh and Harris (2018). 
3. Parenthetical citation of a work with two authors: This phenomenon occurs frequently in nature (Singh & Harris 2018).
4. Parenthetical citation of a work with three or more authors: The average 2-week test-retest reliability is 0.93 for students aged 6-7 (Torgesen et al., 2012).
5. Parenthetical citation of multiple works: (Gullo & Impellizeri, 2022; Missall et al., 2019).
6. Secondary source: (Fodor, 1981, as cited in Neuweg, 2000) or Fodor (1981, as cited in Neuweg, 2000).
7. Parenthetical citation for works with the same author and same date: (Boysen, 2015a, 2015b).
